GETTING STARTED 
NAVFDRIVE 2.0 is a mobile navigation system which combines the use of the latest GPS 
technology and comprehensive map data to assist you in planning a navigation route and 
subsequently route you to your destination. With an intuitive interface, NAVFDRIVE 2.0 aims to 
provide an unforgettable experience in GPS Navigation System. 
 
On initial start up, you will be prompted to load the desired map.  
�  Tap the desired map to load it.  

 
Upon successfully loading the map, the system will display the license agreement screen.  
 
�  Uncheck the ‘Remind me again’  option if you do not want to view this screen on future 

start-ups. Tap on ‘I Agree ’ button to proceed. You will be brought to the Main Menu 
screen. 

 
Knowing Your System Functions 
The Main Menu provides access to the key 
functions available in NAVFDRIVE.  
�  Tap on the respective buttons to 

select your desired function.  

 
 
The Navigation Map window is also accessible 
from the Main Menu. 

�  Tap on ‘  TO NAVI-MAP’ on the top left-hand corner to proceed to the Navigation 
Map. [See: Navigating Your Map Display, page 8]

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CONFIGURING THE SYSTEM 
Besides enjoying a smooth comfortable drive to your destination, it is equally important to 
have an equally comfortable experience in using the system. You can choose to configure the 
system to your preference. 
 
�  In the Main Menu, tap ‘SYSTEM’ to access the System Settings menu screen. The 

System Settings menu displays your options including a section which provides 
information on your system as well as the technical and sales support details.  

 
�  Tap on the respective buttons to access the desired configuration screens. 

 
 
�  Tap on the respective buttons to enable/disable the feature. An enabled feature is 

shown by a yellow button while a blue button shows that the feature is disabled. 
 
�  Tap on ‘RE-SET’ to re-set all settings to the original configurations. 

 
Navigation Display 
The Navigation Display controls how the Navigation Map is displayed. This includes enabling 
and disabling features. 
�  Tap on the respective buttons to switch on/off the feature. 

 

 
 
 
 

�  Tap on the ‘ ’ to save the settings and exit the screen. 
 
 
Navigation Prompts 
Navigation Prompts allow you to select the prompts that you wish to be played while 
navigating.  
�  Tap on the respective buttons to switch on/off the feature.

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�  Tap on the ‘ ’ to save the settings and exit the screen. 
 
Selecting the Safety Speed 
Upon enabling the Safety Speed prompt, you will need to select your desired safety speed. 
This ranges from 50kph to 150kph. 
 
�  Tap on the desired safety speed.  

 

�  Tap on the ‘ ’ to exit the screen without making any selection. 
 
�  Tapping on the 0kph safety speed disables the prompt. 
 
Selecting the Language 
On tapping ‘LANGUAGE ’, you will be required to select the desired language. The 
subsequent screen will display the languages that have been installed in the system. 
 
�  Tap on the desired language.  

 

�  Tap on the ‘ ’ to exit the screen without making any selection. 
 
Navigation Maps 
Navigation Maps allow you to select the desired country map which you wish to load. The 
screen will display only the maps that have been installed in the system. 
 
�  Tap on the desired map to load the map. 

 

�  Tap on the ‘ ’ to exit the screen without making any selection. 
 
Support 
The Support screen displays the contact information for technical and sales support. 
 
You can also find information about your system at the bottom of the screen. This includes 
the Map date of the map data installed and also the version number. This information maybe 
required when you seek technical/sales support. 

 
 

Speed Camera 
 
Prompts you of any known speed camera ahead 
 

Re-Routing 
 
Prompts when the system re-routes you 
 

Toll / ERP 
 
Prompts you of any road payment gantries / restricted zones ahead 
 

Safety Speed 

 
Prompts if you exceed a speed limit. On enabling the button, you are required to select the 
Safety Speed. By default, Safety Speed is set at 90kph. 
 

Language 
 
Allows you to select the language of instruction. 
 

Distance Prompt 

 
Select the distances at which you want the system to prompt you of the next turn to be taken. 
The distances are 50m, 200m, 500m and 1km. 
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NAVFDRIVE – YOUR NAVIGATION COMPANION 
 
Planning a Route 
Planning a route is the core function of NAVFDRIVE. Route 
Planner provides a simple interface for you to plan your 
route based on preferred starting and end points.  
 
�  In the Main Menu, tap on ‘PLANNER’ to access the 

Route Planner screen.  
 

�  Tap on ‘ ’ to select your desired start point.  
 
 
 
In the Select Point screen, you can select your points from: 

�  Favorites – a list of stored favorite points 
�  Recent – a list of recent end points 
�  Search – search for desired location 
�  GPS Location – using the current GPS location (applicable only for the start 

point) 
 

Setting Point by Favorites 
�  Tap on ‘FAVORITES’ in Planner Option 

screen. 
�  Tap on the desired favorite point to select it as 

your desired start point (or end point). 
 
Setting Point by Recent End Point 
�  Similarly, tap on ‘RECENT’ in the Planner 

Option screen. 
�  Tap on the desired recent end point to select it 

as your desired start point (or end point). 
 
Setting Point by Searched Locations 
�  Tap on ‘SEARCH’ to launch the Search tool. [See: Location Search, page 5] 
�  From the search results list, tap on the desired location to select it as your 

desired start point (or end point). 
 
�  Upon selecting the desired location, you will return to the Route Planner screen. 

 

�  Tap on ‘ ’ to select your desired end point.  
 
�  Tap on ‘AUTO-REROUTE’ to enable/disable the auto-reroute feature.  

 
�  Auto-Reroute allows the system to automatically do a reroute in the event you miss a turn 
while navigating. 
 
�  Tap on ‘SHORTEST DIST’ or ‘SHORTEST TIME’, whichever is displayed, to select your 

preferred routing method.  
 
�  Routing by shortest distance calculates a route based on shorter route. Routing by 
shortest time calculates a route based on a faster route. Routing by a shorter distance does 
not imply that it is also a faster route. 
 

�  Tap on ‘ ’ to start calculating the route. You will automatically be brought to the 
Navigation Map window.  

 

�  Tap on ‘ ’ to re-set your points.

Location Search 
Carrying out a search is fastest way to find a desired location. NAVFDRIVE is equipped with a 
search tool, allowing you to search the map data for your location and subsequently, set it as 
your routing point or adding it to your favorite list.  
 
�  In the Main Menu, tap ‘SEARCH’ to launch the Location Search tool.  
 
You will be prompted to select the state/city and subsequently the district.  
�  Tap on the desired state/city. 

 

       
 
�  Selecting a district/sub-district and city is applicable for maps with multiple districts and 
cities. This help in speeding up the search process. 
 
�  Upon selecting the location, you can select the 

layer to search or you can choose to search all the 
layers. Tap on the desired layer. 

 
�  Searching a specific layer is recommended for a 
faster search process. 
 
The search keyboard would subsequently be launched.  
�  Enter your search keyword and tap ‘ENTER’ 

 
 
�  A keyword can be a part of a name, a complete name 
or a postal code. Entering a specific keyword would help 
in a faster search process. 
 

  
 

Alphanumeric keyboard for 3.5” screens 
 

QWERTY keyboard for 4” and larger screens 
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Using the Search Results List 
The search results would be displayed in the Search 
Results screen.  
 
In the event that no search results are found, the screen 
will return to the search keyboard for you to enter 
another search keyword. 
 
You can select the desired location by tapping on the 
location. The selected location would be highlighted. 
 
�  Tap on the operation buttons at the bottom of the 

screen to carry out the respective operations. 
 

 View the selected location on the View Location screen 

 Set the selected location as an End Point 

 Set the selected location as a Start Point 

 Add the selected location as a Favorite Point 

 Search for amenities near the selected location 
 

�  Tap on the ‘ ’ to exit the search results screen. 
 
Viewing the Location in View Location 
Upon tapping ‘VIEW’, the selected location would be 
displayed in the View Location screen.  
 

�  Tap on ‘ ’ or ‘  ‘to zoom in/out of the map. 
 

�  Tap on the ‘ ’ to exit the View Location screen. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Searching for Nearby Amenities 
 
�  Tap on ‘NEAR’ to search for amenities near the 

selected location. 
 
�  Tap on the amenity you wish to search.  

 
A list of amenities within a 1km radius would be 
displayed in the search results screen. 
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�  Tap on the operation buttons at the bottom of the screen to carry out the respective 

operations. 
 

 View the selected location on the View Location screen 

 Set the selected location as an End Point 

 Set the selected location as a Start Point 

 Add the selected location as a Favorite Point 

 Search for amenities near the selected location 
 

�  Tap on the ‘ ’ to exit the search results screen and return to the previous screen. 
 
Point Management 
The Favorites Manager provides an easy platform to 
manage all stored favorite points. This includes setting the 
Home and Work preset addresses.  
 
�  In the Main Menu, tap ‘FAVORITES’ to open the 

Favorites Manager.  
 
�  Tap on any favorite point to select the desired 

location. 
 
�  Tap on the operation buttons at the bottom of the 

screen to carry out the respective operations. 
 
 

 View the selected location on the View Location screen 

 Set the selected location as the Work preset address 

 Set the selected location as the Home preset address 

 Delete the selected location 

 Edit the selected location 

 Search for amenities near the selected location 
 

�  A Work preset would be represented by ‘ ’ while a Home preset would be represented 

by ‘ ’. Other general favorite points would be represented by ‘ ’.  
 
��� �  Deleting a point cannot be undone. You would be prompted to confirm your action. 

�  Tap on the ‘ ’ to save any changes and exit the Favorites Manager and return to the 
previous screen. 

 
Adding a Favorite Point 
A favorite point can be added by two methods: 

�  Using location search [See: Location Search, page 5] 
�  Using location on navigation map [See: Navigating Your Map Display, page 8] 

 
Setting a Preset Home/Work Address 
The preset home/work address allows you to route directly to the destination from your 
current location.  
�  Tap on ‘WORK’ to set the selected favorite point as the Work preset. 
�  Tap on ‘HOME’ to set the selected favorite point as the Home preset. 
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Navigating Your Navigation Map 
The main navigation is carried out in the Navigation Map window. This window would display 
the loaded country map and any planned route line. Other navigation details would also be 
displayed. 
 

�  In the Main Menu, tap the ‘ ’ to access the Navigation Map window. 
 
�  You would also be brought to the Navigation Map window upon successfully planning 

and calculating a route from the Route Planner.

Indicates the North direction 
In Head-Up mode, the North direction will rotate, while in North-up mode, the 
North direction would be fixed in upward direction 
 

 
Display Settings 

The ‘ ’ button provides a short-cut to the Navigation Display setting. This allows you to 
choose to switch on/off any feature in the Navigation Map. [See: Navigation Display, page 2] 
 
Quick Menu 
The Quick Menu provides a list of commonly used functions used while in the Navigation 
Map.  
 

�  Tap ‘ ’ button to open the Quick Menu. 
 

 

 
Routes directly to the preset Home address. The address is set in Favorites 
Manager. 
 

 

 
Routes directly to the preset Work address. The address is set in Favorites 
Manager. 
 

 

 
Enables or disables the Navigation mode. 
 

 

 
Allows you to simulate a planned route. Plan a route before simulating. 
 

 

 
Marks the current location or the centre of the map as the favorite point 
 

 

 
Searches for amenities near the current location or the centre of the map 
 

 

 
Opens the main menu to access the other functions. 
 

 

 
Launch the route planner, allowing you to plan a new route.
